Sub: Joint Memorandum by and between the Federation of Western India Cine Employees
(FWICE) and Producers’ Bodies regarding Wages & Other Working Conditions.

Ref: Letter from FWICE No. TVC/495/2008 dated October 22, 2008.

This letter is being issued by the undersigned representatives of the Hindi GECs pursuant to the
meeting held on 31¥ October 2008.

We note that the FWICE vide its aforesaid letter has sought the intervention of the Broadcasters
to resolve the ongoing dispute between the Producer Bodies/Workers Associations. We must at
the outset make it clear that we were never a party to the dispute which relates to the terms and
conditions at which Producers engage cine workers for the shows they produce for various
broadcasters. Further, the work disruption occurred, without due notice or warning, at the worst
possible time of economic downturn and advertising de-growth. Unless the dispute is resolved
immediately, it will threaten the very survival of Hindi general entertainment as a category.

The slowdown in the global and domestic economy has already impacted broadcast revenues and
the situation is expected to become worse over the coming months. In this scenario, the long
term health of the industry depends on our ability to work collectively to control our costs while
continuing to bring the best entertainment content to our loyal audiences. Therefore, we have
already communicated to our producers that in the present circumstances it is impossible for us to
absorb any cost increases. We would like to reiterate that while the show costs vary depending
on various underlying factors, including location, equipment, manpower, talent etc, the
broadcasters have been paying producers handsomely across shows and, in turn, we expect our
producers to pay fair rates and on a timely basis to their service providers.

We sincerely hope that you understand the challenges posed by the environment and work

together to find a speedy resolution to the present impasse between the FWICE and the Producer
Associations.
